Enrollment Phases
Summer camp enrollment is offered in phases to ensure consistency and the best 
experience for our campers:
• Priority enrollment is first offered to current Hudson Country Montessori School 

students and then returning summer camp families.
• Families enrolling for the full-day, full summer program are given priority access, as 

this option provides the greatest continuity and community experience for children.
• Remaining availability for shorter session lengths will be offered as space allows, 

following the priority enrollment periods.
• Because spaces are limited by age group, we encourage families to register early.

Enrollment & Payment Details
• A $220 deposit is required with application
• Remaining summer camp balance is due June 1st
• Enrollment requires a minimum of two consecutive weeks although most families 

choose the full  summer program
• Camp will be closed in observance of Independence Day. Please refer to the current 

summer schedule for specific dates. Weekly tuition remains unchanged.
• Please note that deposits and tuition payments are non-refundable. Timely payment is 

required to secure your child’s place in the program.
